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Research on Merit Software: 
Key Conclusions
With the enactment of the No Child Left Behind Act, there came a call for “scientific-based” 
research on materials and methods used in schools. In response, Merit partnered with 
faculty at Marshall University’s Graduate School of Education to conduct rigorous research 
studies on its products.  

Evaluations were conducted at four schools, across different grade levels with different 
types of students, and in different subject areas.  In each of the evaluations, students were 
divided into control versus treatment groups.

Key Conclusions:

Consistently Delivers Results – Gains were found at all schools that were tested, among 
all grade levels, across all socio-economic types of students, and in different subject areas.

Big Impact – In one study, the effect size on the treatment group was .844, with a p-value 
of .001.  In other words, the impact was extremely large and was not due to chance.

Long-Term Gains – In another study, lower-quartile students made long-term 
improvements when using Merit as a supplement to instruction two years in a row.

Higher Order Thinking Skills – Additionally, in all of the evaluations gains in the subject 
of the programs transferred over to other areas of academic performance.
